Team Canada highlights include: a Gold Medal in Singles at the American Zone Championships 

in 2001, a Silver Medal in Masters at the Pabcon Championships in Puerto Rico 2009, and a 

Bronze Medal in Team at the Pabcon Championships in Las Vegas 2010. There are many more 

accomplishments that will be shared at her induction ceremony.  

 

Other Highlights include: National USBC Team Event - 1st in 2023-2024, USBC Women's 

Diamond Double Champion in 2022, Bowlers Journal Mixed Championships Champion and 

Record Holder for 4 games (with Billy Orlikowski), and Stepladder finalist WIBC Queens in 

2001. It is very difficult to select the highlights for her accomplishments in USBC events as they 

are too numerous.  

 

Other awards Robin has received include the Alberta Crowe Star of Tomorrow in 2000, the 

Bowler's Journal International Amateur Bowler of the Year in 2001, and Mid America Bowling
